The Florida Fire Chiefs' Association has submitted a petition to initiate rulemaking that would amend the most current version of 64J-1.007(3) F.A.C. titled Vehicle Permits. They are seeking a revision to remove the effect of change notices implemented by the United States General Services Administration (GSA).  
Recently, a GSA change notice was released that could significantly increases in the cost of ambulances. Their proposed changes to rule are underlined as follows: "All transport vehicles permitted to licensed services must meet the vehicle design specifications, except for change notices, color schemes and insignias, as listed in United States General Services Administration (GSA)-KKK-1822, Federal Specifications for Ambulances as mandated by Section 401.35(1) (d), F.S., applicable to the year of the manufacture of the vehicle."  
The Department of Health will hold a rule workshop on September 23 from 8:30-5 p.m. to discuss the rule language pertaining to the GSA-KKK-1822 Specifications.
