Results from the 2007 Florida Youth Tobacco Survey

Introduction

The Florida Youth Tobacco Survey (FYTS) was administered in the spring of 2007 to 5,037 middle school
students and 4,028 high school students in 188 public schools throughout the state. The survey response rate
for middle schools was 74%, and the survey response rate for high schools was 57%. The FYTS has been
conducted annually since 1998. The data presented in this fact sheet are weighted to represent the entire
population of public middle and high school students in Florida.
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Current Cigar Use
In 2007, 6.1% of middle school students and
13.5% of high school students smoked cigars at
least once during the past 30 days. Since
1998, the prevalence of current cigar smoking
has decreased by 56.7% among middle school
students and by 34.8% among high school
students.

Frequent Cigar Use
In 2007, 1.2% of middle school students and
2.5% of high school students smoked cigars
on 20 or more of the past 30 days. Since
1998, the prevalence of frequent cigar
smoking has decreased by 14.3% among
middle school students. Although high school
students showed initial declines, this
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prevalence has increased by 66.7% from
2005 to 2007.
