If a standardized score cannot be 
derived from the DAYC or BDI, the 
Birth to Three Assessment and 
Intervention System (BTAIS) may be 
used.  Additional evaluation instruments 
may be administered in specific 
discipline areas to further pinpoint a 
child’s eligibility if necessary.   

Develop Individualized 
Family Support Plan (IFSP) 

Provide Supports and Services On-going Assessment

Provide appropriate 
resource/referral information

• everyday routines, places, activities 

and people 
• priorities for assessment 
• next steps 

Whenever possible, eligibility evaluation 
and assessment must be conducted 
concurrently as one encounter.
