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The Cause: Radon 
Radon is a colorless, odorless, 
tasteless, naturally occurring 
radioactive gas that comes from 
the soil. Radon seeps into homes 
from the ground, collects inside the 
home, and then is inhaled by the 
residents. The U.S. Surgeon 
General states that it is the leading 
cause of lung cancer among non- 
smokers in the United States. 
Testing for radon is the only way to 
detect the level of radon present 
inside the home. 

 
The Goal: Raise Awareness 
By raising awareness of the 
harmful effects of radon, the 
number of homes with high levels 
of radon can decrease. This 
contest is designed to raise 
awareness about radon testing, 
mitigation, and to inform the public 
of the dangers of long-term 
exposure to elevated indoor radon 
gas.

Messages should 
be short and accurate.
