	These policies are intended to ensure that a timely, comprehensive multi-disciplinary evaluation to confirm eligibility for early intervention services and a multidisciplinary assessment to determine the child’s level of functioning in all the required developmental domains is conducted for infants and toddlers under the age of three referred to Early Steps.  These policies ensure identification of the child’s unique strengths and needs in each developmental domain and the services appropriate to meet those needs.

2. The child’s eligibility must be re-determined with parental consent no later than the end of the initial 6 month service authorization period.  Informed clinical opinion must be included in the re-determination.
3. If the re-determination of eligibility indicates that the child is no longer developmentally delayed, the child should be exited from Early Steps.
4. If parental consent is not provided for the re-determination of eligibility, then continuing eligibility has not been established and the child will no longer be eligible for Early Steps.  Prior written prior notice per policy 8.4.1 must be provided when the IFSP team proposes to discharge the child from Early Steps. 
C. Informed clinical opinion may not be used to negate the results of an evaluation instrument that has established a child as eligible for Early Steps.
D. A child’s medical and other records may be used to establish eligibility on the basis of developmental delay without conducting an evaluation if the records:
1. indicate the child’s level of functioning meets Florida’s eligibility criteria as described in 3.1.4 A above or that the child otherwise meets the criteria set forth by Florida’s Policy Handbook and Operations Guide.
2. are from within the past 90 days.
E. Additional testing using a standardized assessment appropriate to the communication domain is required to affirm eligibility when the child meets all of the following criteria:
1. Referral between 24 and 36 months of age. 
2. Standard scores do not meet the eligibility criteria outlined in 3.1.4A above. 
3. Scaled scores for the expressive and receptive language subdomains of the communication domain show a discrepancy of 3 or more points, and at least one of the two subdomain scores is 5 or below.

A.  Although screening is not required during first contacts, a developmental screening with a recommended instrument may be helpful to the evaluation and assessment team when a child does not have an established condition or obvious developmental delay.

B.  If the Local Early Steps chooses to screen a child:

1. The screening must be conducted within 45 days of the date the Local Early Steps has received the referral.

2. It must provide the parent/guardian notice of its intent to screen and obtain parental consent before conducting the screening procedure. The notice must include a description of the parent’s right to request an evaluation at any time during the screening process. 
3. An evaluation of the child must be conducted. if the parent requests and consents to an evaluation at any time during the screening process,

C.  When the screening indicates the child may have a developmental delay

1. The family must be notified of the possible delay

2. An evaluation and assessment must be conducted after the parent has provided consent.

D.  When the screening indicates the child is functioning at age level in all five developmental domains:

1. The parent must be notified of the determination and the right to request an evaluation.
