GENERAL

Bonnie Anderson welcomed attendees to the meeting and requested that everyone sign-in.  

The July 2016 EMSC Advisory Committee meeting summary was approved.

STATE MEDICAL DIRECTOR UPDATE
Dr. Nelson gave an update on the State EMS Medical Directors Association meeting.  One of the main topics discussed was Adrenal Insufficiency and the prehospital response to this critical condition.  

The issue is that this is a condition that is not encountered every day.  Many emergency physicians are aware of it and are trained on it, but the symptoms are so subtle that unless the families and/or patients give them background information, they probably do not think about it.  Both the National Association of EMS Physicians and the Association of EMS Medical Directors have discussed this.  An official position statement was released stating that EMS needs to be aware of the condition and that not everyone is going to carry the one drug used for treatment.  In addition, there should be a protocol in place for paramedics to assist family members with administering emergency medications.  If a patient presents medication, the paramedic can then assist in giving it.  Dr. Nelson stated they are asking all EMS medical directors to have some level of education and knowledge and have a treatment plan in place.  

MEDICAL/EMS
Dr. Lou Romig gave an update on the Medical Directors committee meeting.  She stated there are several opportunities for free pediatric training classes as well as peds (Zebra) series classes through EMLRC. The first class, to be held on January 26, 2017, will be a web based training course. In May, EMLRC will also be conducting an ABCs of Pediatrics Course.  Dr. Romig stated she would like for EMLRC to communicate more with EMSC.  A suggestion was made that we be more pro-active with them regarding education/training courses.  Dr. Romig also reported Clincon has moved up a week in July with state meetings beginning on July 10th.  In regards to medications, the pharmaceutical company, Mylan, is selling a generic version of its EpiPen anti-allergy device for $109.99 per two-pack, which is half the cost of its brand-name cousin.  CVS drug stores are the only ones carrying the generic version.  Teleflex Medical Incorporated (“Teleflex Medical”) has issued a recall for the LMA MAD Nasal Intranasal Mucosal Atomization Device.  Please check the web site for the product code and batch/lot #.  It was suggested that this be put on the EMSC Facebook page. 
STATE UPDATE
Steve McCoy discussed the EMSC goals and program changes he would like to see in the future that would directly impact the children.  He asked:  Are we using our resources wisely?  What are our needs?  Steve stated he understands the EMSC Program has performance measures to meet for the grant, but he would like to see the program focus on outcomes to ensure we are doing the best we can for our children.

FEDERAL QI COLLABORATIVE
Dr. Phyllis Hendry presented a PowerPoint presentation on the Proposal for the Florida PEDReady Program, A Florida Emergency Department Preparedness for Children Initiative in collaboration with EMS for Children Innovation and Improvement Center’s Facility Recognitions Collaborative and Pediatric Readiness Project.  The goal of this project is to improve care of children in all Florida emergency departments (EDs) on a voluntary basis with recognition for participation.  Initial data findings indicate:
·  27% of all annual ED visits are pediatric related
·  Majority of the 31 million children and adolescents access emergency care in non-pediatric facilities and have different clinical presentations and needs than adults
·  Mechanism of injury is often different from adults

·  Age and developmental stages affect injury patterns

·  Up to 87% of children are treated in general or community emergency departments - not in specialty children’s hospitals

·  Children account for 5-10% of EMS patients

·  90,000 annual visits to children’s hospitals
EMSC staff anticipate holding a stakeholders meeting in July to discuss program details specific to launching the Florida PEDReady Program in the fall of this year.

STATE PLAN
Julie Bacon gave an update on the state plan.  She reported EMSC has two objectives in the plan. 

Strategy 1.2 – Improve safety of pediatric transport in EMS permitted vehicles
Objective 1.2.A: By December 2018, complete an analysis of patients under the age of four years that are transported in an EMS permitted vehicle in a child restraint device.  Action items for this objective include:
· Determining types of child restraint devices currently being used by EMS personnel

· Conducting a survey to determine how EMS agencies are transporting children under 4 pounds

· Working closely with the BEMO EMS agencies inspection team (Shelly Lewis)

Strategy 5.1 – Reduce Injury

Objective 5.1.E: Increase the number of EMS agencies conducting programs to reduce infant mortality from 1 to 25 by December 2018.
