GENERAL
Julie Bacon welcomed everyone to the meeting and requested that attendees to sign-in.  

The January 2013 EMSC advisory committee meeting summary was approved.
ANNOUNCEMENTS

· The EMS Advisory Council and Constituency Group meetings will be held quarterly resulting in four on-site meetings per year.  The PIER committee will be aligning with EMSCAC during these meetings in effort to maximize efficiency of meeting space and will meet during work group planning sessions.
· Congratulations to newlyweds Jay and Sandie Brosnan!
· Dates for the July 2013 EMS Advisory Council and Constituency Group meetings have been identified, pending finalization of the hotel contract.  Dates can be penciled in as: July 16-18, 2013.
· Chief Bixler introduced Patty Stadler, DOH Office of Trauma Director.  Ms. Stadler gave the group a brief summary of her background.
EMSC PATRNERSHIP GRANT

The program received the Notice of Award (NOA) for the 2013-2014 grant year in March 2013.  An award of $110,000 represents 80% of the funding the program has received in past years.  HRSA anticipates that the remaining operating BUDGET OF $20,000 will be granted for the rest of the grant year.  Sequestration has resulted in across the board cuts, however, HRSA hopes to be able to absorb those cuts with minimal impact to EMSC programs.  

Due to the reduction of operating budget for 2013-2014, the program will be allowed to carryover remaining funds from the previous grant year equaling roughly $8,000.
NATIONAL PEDIATRIC READINESS PROJECT (NPRP)
The National Pediatric Readiness Project is a multi-phase quality improvement initiative to ensure that all U.S. emergency departments (ED) have the essential guidelines and resources in place to provide effective emergency care to children.  The first phase of the project will be a national assessment of ED’s readiness to acre for children.  The assessment is based on the following areas: administration and coordination; physicians, nurses and other ED staff; QI/PI in the ED; pediatric patient safety; policies, procedures and protocols; and equipment, supplies and medications.

This project is supported by National EMSC.  Florida EMSC launched the assessment in our state on February 1, 2013 with a three month survey period. Data collected will be shared with FL EMSC but cannot be shared with the public.  

The group discussed ways to increase our state’s response rate to the NPRP assessment.  Members agreed to contact non-responding hospitals in their region.  A calling script, sample email, updated response reports and original hospital list was distributed to EMSCAC members for follow-up.
EMRC- PEDIATRIC DATA
Dr. Phyllis Hendry provided an update from the Emergency Medical Review Committee.  She has set a goal to establish a clearinghouse of pediatric data and pediatric EMS in Florida.  Dr. Hendry presented and discussed the projects background, challenges and future plans.  Some areas of interest include: pediatric cardiac arrest study; pediatric EMS review; pediatric EMS PPT presentation; and links to other relevant databases.
EMS MEDICAL DIRECTOR
The Medical Directors are finalizing a position paper on spinal motion restriction.  The paper is not age specific and will outline situations where immobilization is not needed.  Dr. Joe Nelson discussed the statewide medical protocols project and gave an update on the NASEMSO model guidelines project.
MOTORCYCLE SAFETY COLAITION
Julie Bacon presented the group with information from the Motorcycle Safety Coalition and their Ride Smart Florida Campaign.  The campaign focuses on “zero tolerance” for pediatric passengers through awareness, education and legislation.  
EMSC SPONSORED EDUCATION PROGRAMS
MILD TRAUMATIC BRAIN INJURY
Danny Griffin has identified an educational gap regarding concussions in young people.  Currently there is very little information available regarding concussion.  In general, severe head injury is the focus.  Danny is in the process of developing an EMS education program designed for training officers which would allow them to in turn train their staff/responders.  

FLEMSC will partner with Danny to provide the training once the curriculum has been finalized.  The first course will take place at Clincon 2013 with EMSC as a full sponsor.
PEDIATRIC TRANSPORT SAFETY EQUIPMENT & EDUCATION

The Florida EMSC program has purchased 100 Ferno pedi-mate pediatric restraint systems.  Approximately three pedi-mates will be distributed to rural counties in FL on the condition that EMSC is allowed to come into their agency and provide education on the proper use of the equipment provided.  

Eddie Blum, All Children’s Transport Team, has developed a curriculum for the course and will work with EMSC to deliver the curriculum across the state.  The group has requested to look at the written curriculum for the course to provide feedback.  The free course will be offered to EMS providers through FLEMSCOMM and the FAREMS newsletter.
