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Four counties reported between seven and fifteen cases of animal rabies:

Leon, Suwannee, Seminole, and Orange.

Five counties reported between four and six cases:
Citrus, Hillsborough, Polk, Lake, and St. Lucie.
Raccoons accounted for the majority of cases (83/140).

Preliminary data - subject to change
Animals are only tested for rabies if they expose a person or pet.
