THIS MATTER came before the Board of Psychology ("Board") pursuant to 

Section 120 565, Florida Statutes, at a duly-noticed public meeting held on January 20. 

2006, In Tampa. Florida, for the purpose of considering the Petition for Declaratory 

Statement filed Decerrber 7, 2005, by Thomas K. LE~nder. Psy.D., ("Pet~tioner~j. Notice 

of the Petition was publisi~ed on December 30: 2005. in tile Florida Administratrve 

Weekiy. Volume 31, No. 52. No comments by interested persons were received 

Petitioner was present at the meeting and not represented by counsel. The Board was 

represented by Mary Ellerl Clark. Assistant Attorney Genera!. Having corsidered the 

petition, the Board I-lakes the foilowing findings and c:onclusions: 

FlNDlNGS OF FAG1 

1. Petitio:ier des~res iicensure as a psychoiogist in Florida, having earned a 

Psy.D., arid completed an APA accredited internship 

2 Pursuant to Section 490 005(1)(c). Florida Statutes applicants for 

licensure as a psychologist in F!orida must complete 2,000 hours of post-doctorai 

s~!petvised experience that meet the requirements of Rule 64019-1 1.005, Flcrida 

Administrative Code, for a cohesive and integrated training experience. 



3. Petitioner is currently working in Wiscclnsin under the supervision of a 

psychologist licecsed in Wisconsin to meet the post-docloral expe~ience require~r~ents. 

The w0r.k consists of pe$oin~ing psychological evaluations of cr~minal defendants and 

preparing reports of those evaluations: in mat!ers involving competency to stand trial. 

insanity defenses, sentencing, and genera4 psychological evaluations. 

4. Petitioner proposes to spend some niontl-s in Florida, working under the 

supervision of a psychologist iicerised in Florida. The work will consist of doing 

outpatient psychotherapy with persons charged witi.: or convicted of sex crimes and who 

have been determined to be in need of psychological treatment for mental disorders 

relaied to those crir,es. Petitioner would then ieturn to Wisconsin to resume tb,e work 

described above. 

5 Petitioner asks whether he can meet the post-doctoral experience 

requirements of Sectisn 490.005(1 )(c), F!orida Statutes, and Rule 64B19-11.005, 

Florida Administrative Code, with the described assignments by working some months 

in Wisconsin. some in Florida, fo!loiwed by more moiiths in Wisconsir..

7. The Board answers the question in the affirmative, ihe described work 

arrangement will meet the requi~ements of Rule 648Z9-I 1 .
