1. “Exploring SEP implementation” means the county has reached 
out to the Florida Harm Reduction Collective for technical 
assistance.

2. Per section 381.0038(4), Florida Statutes, county commissions 
must authorize syringe exchange programs by way of a county 
ordinance and must enter into a letter of agreement with the 
Florida Department of Health prior to contracting with an entity to 
operate the program.

3. Counties that have executed a letter of agreement with the 
Department have also passed an ordinance.
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
