Rule 64B8-56.002, F.A.C., Equipment Devices; Protocols for Laser and Light-Based Devices, 2 

was approved by the Board of Medicine at its December 2018 meeting. 3 

 

Ms. Judy Adams, LE, inquired regarding the effective date of changes to Rule 64B8-56.002, 4 

F.A.C.  Ms. Munson indicated a projected effective date might be approximately 21 days, if the 5 

remaining steps move forward without any obstacles. The proposed changes, once effective, 6 

would exempt students completing an approved combined epilator, laser and light-based hair 7 

removal training program and required combined modality state licensure exam, from the 8 

current rule requirements to also complete a 30-hour continuing education course and Certified 9 

Medical Electrologist (CME) credential to provide laser and light-based hair removal services.  10
