In Calhoun County,  514 
adults were randomly selected and interviewed for the survey.  The purpose of this survey was to estimate the 
prevalence of personal health behaviors that contribute to morbidity and mortality among adults in Florida.  This report 
presents the survey data on a variety of issues related to health status, health care access, life style, chronic illnesses, 
and disease prevention practice in the Calhoun County.  These data can be used to:  (1) determine priority health 
issues and identify populations at highest risk for illness, disability, and death; (2) plan and evaluate prevention 
programs; (3) educate the community and policy makers about disease prevention; and (4) support community 
policies that promote health and prevent disease.

The purpose of this survey was to obtain county-level estimates of the prevalence of personal health 
behaviors that contribute to morbidity and mortality. These estimates might be differ slightly from estimates obtained 
through the 2002 Florida State BRFSS because sampling methods of the two surveys were different. Data in this 
report can be used to make comparisons between counties and the state overall on a variety of health-related issues. 
These data can also be used to: (1) prioritize health issues and identify populations at highest risk for illness, disability, 
and death; (2) plan and evaluate prevention programs; (3) educate the community and policy makers about disease 
prevention; and (4) support community policies that promote health and prevent disease.
